Day One:  On this fantastic 4 day excursion we will be visiting our Nations’ Capitol-
Washington D.C.!   You will be picked up at your usual pick up point.  Coffee stops and 

a lunch stop will be scheduled en route (on your own.) Each person will be receiving a small American Flag to have on your tour so you 
can show your true colors!  Don’t be surprised if we break out in song with some Patriotic Tunes! Your home for the next 3 nights is the 
beautiful Holiday Inn Rosslyn at Key Bridge in Arlington, Virginia. (703-807-2000) http://www.hirosslyn.com/ Overlooking 
Washington D.C. this hotel offers great amenities like the delightful indoor heated pool where guests can relax or reenergize.   There is 
also a fitness center for you to enjoy as well as the Potomac Perk Bistro and the Vantage Point Restaurant with 360 degree views!  Each 
hotel room is equipped with free high-speed, wireless Internet access, a well-lit workstation, and a 32-inch flat panel HDTV.  Dinner will 
be included tonight at the hotel. 
  
Day Two:  Breakfast will be included this morning at hotel.  Today we will be visiting the Arlington National Cemetery and the Tomb 
of the Unknown Soldier.  You will have a narrated tour on board the Tour Mobile provided by the cemetery.  After your visit here, we 
will visit The National Museum of the Marine Corp.   Situated on more than 135 acres adjacent to Marine Corps Base Quantico, the 
National Museum of the Marine Corps depicts great events of American history from the perspective of Marines who participated in 
them and strives to help visitors from around the world understand the steadfastness and strength of the United States Marine Corps.  
(Lunch is on your own and may be purchased at the Museum.) If time permits, you may wish to visit the Smithsonian Institutes Air and 
Space Museum or the Natural History Museum.  This evening dinner is included, and will be followed by an evening Illuminated 
Memorial Tour with such highlights as the Lincoln Memorial, Jefferson Memorial, FDR Memorial, Iwo Jima Memorial to name a few. 
 
Day Three:  Breakfast is again included at the hotel.  You will have a full day of touring today seeing such highlights as the Washington 
Monument, Lincoln, Vietnam Veterans, WWII, & Korean Memorials, and much more.  Lunch will be on your own today at Union 
Station.   There will be more touring after lunch including the U.S Capitol, White House (photo op-don’t forget your Flag!), Washington 
National Cathedral and more! Dinner is again included.  
 
 Day Four:  Breakfast is included before you have your bags ready for pick up.  We will be leaving to head back home with a lot of great 
moments and memories that will make you feel proud to be an American!
